The most common and popular New Year’s resolutions include losing weight, quitting smoking, budgeting, saving, finding better job, organization, exercising, having more patience, eating healthy and to be a better person overall.  Most of these don’t last. 

5 new resolutions to put God first in our lives:
1.  Find Time For God.

- Intentionally make time to praise Him, pray to Him and listen to Him.  

- We need a specific time.

- We need a place.  

- We need a plan.  What are we going to read and are we using a reading plan?

- This is not required or about legalism, just smart planning for it to become habitual.
2.  Be Consistent About Worship.

- Don’t just show up to church and go thru the motions.

- Be faithful and in tune.

3.  Be A Consistent % Giver.

- God owns it all and we sometimes need a reminder.

10 “Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house. Test Me in this,” says the LORD Almighty, “and see if I will not throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing that there will not be room enough to store it.”
4.  Release Into God’s Hands, Anything & Everything Impacting Us Negatively.

- Ask what is hindering me? A sin, a wound, a relationship, etc…

- Start by confessing it.

- Be honest about it.

- Pray about it.  Pray and ask God to help me want it.

5.  Make It A Daily Choice To Be Joyful.

- Choice over circumstance.

- Some days you have to fight for it, but just do it and don’t just be passive.

- When I choose to be joyful, I am grateful. When I don’t, I am grumpy and hurtful.
